Starting Back To School – August 2023



·      Nursery and Primary 1 pupils will get their starting information at induction nights
being held in June. 

·      School will start back, in a staggered way, from Wednesday 23rd August for children
in P2 – P7. Please see points below for your information:

*Wednesday 23rd August – Children with surnames beginning with letters A – J will
come to school for half a day – leaving at 12noon. The rest of the children will not come
to school.

* Thursday 24th August – Children with surnames beginning with K – Z will come to
school for half a day – leaving school at 12noon. The rest of the children will not come to
school.

*Thursday 24th August – From 1pm – 2:30pm – Parent Drop In session. If you feel you
need to speak to the class teacher to update school on anything that has happened over
the Summer Holidays in relation to your child, your child’s class teacher will be available
for a drop in.  

* Friday 25th August – ALL children will come to school for half a day – leaving at
12noon.

*For any families with siblings with different surnames, you are welcome to pick which
day you would like to send them to school (they can attend on the same day to make it
easier to manage).

As with last year, the ability of bringing in smaller groups of children for the first day
allowed the class teacher the opportunity to get to know each child better.
